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Understanding Your Egg Freezing Process:

We aim to make your fertility preservation journey simple and transparent, both medically and financially.

Step 1 - Consultation & Planning

Once your fertility workup is complete you will then attend an Egg Freezing Information Session. During this you
will learn about the IVF process, discuss finances, tour our laboratory and meet your doctor to finalise your plan.
Following this you will receive a formal written quote summarising your total fees and payment timing.

Step 2 - Establishment Fee (Paid Prior to Your Cycle Starting)

Once you decide to proceed, a non-refundable Establishment Fee is payable before your cycle begins.

This covers cycle planning and coordination, pre-cycle consultation/ultrasound and IVF medications. After payment,
our nursing team will confirm your cycle dates/plan and organise a pre-cycle review.

Cancellation If your cycle begins but is cancelled before egg collection, the Establishment Fee covers all planning,
medication, and monitoring to that point. A new Establishment Fee will apply for your next cycle.

Step 3 - Cycle Management Fee (Paid During Your Cycle)

Prior to egg collection, the management fee becomes payable. This covers clinical and laboratory services including:
e Egg collection procedure and laboratory work (excluding hospital and anaesthetic fees - see below)
¢ Processing, freezing, and cryostorage of oocytes (first 3 months’ storage included)

Egg retrieval is usually performed under general anaesthetic at the Sunshine Coast Day Surgery
(Medicare item number- 13212).
